• Greeting members/guests and taking their respective orders by providing immediate attention. 

• Handles the production and service of food and beverage products as necessary in the Snack Bar. 

• Re-stocks food, beverages, and other necessary supplies (where applicable) from the kitchen. 

• Provides adequate display of garnishes and condiments on “self-serve” basis. 

• Following health code standards with regards to the handling of food. 

• Ensuring that all front of the house operation procedures, including food and beverage handling, 

storage, and hygiene meet safety standards and regulations. 

• Maintain a clean and hygienic work environment at all times.
